OPPOSITION TO THE OUTRIGGER FORESHORE DEVELOPMENT JUST KEEPS GROWING.

SOF spokesperson, Suzette Pelt, says “Even we are amazed at the intensity of the community’s rejection of this proposal. We have over 3700 petitions signed and this signature brings the total of letters of objection that we know of to 1200! No doubt there are many others which have been sent direct.”

The period for people to lodge their written objections ends on May 24th. Council must then decide whether to approve, change or reject the development application.

“It’s quite clear that the community don’t want their public foreshore abused this way. If the Council don’t get the message this time they’re just not listening.” Ms Pelt said.
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
