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OUTRIGGER’S MYTHS MISS THE POINT.

This week a Newsletter dated April 2005, put out by the Outrigger developers, has appeared in letterboxes around the Shire. 

‘In an attempt to replace myths with facts it seems to be creating a few myths of its own.’  Says SOF spokesperson Suzette Pelt.

‘The first myth they claim to address is the suggestion that “the ground level for the project will be three metres higher than the level of the carpark.”

Problem is this was clarified long ago and has not been an issue for months. What is still an issue is that they appear to be planning a building over 16 metres in height in a location that the Strategic Plan intends to be no more than nine metres high. Let’s hear them dispel that if it’s a myth.’ Ms Pelt says.

‘Another so called myth they’re challenging is that “The development is not needed to provide funding for the lagoon’s upkeep.”

‘Well this myth is easily addressed. Simply tell the community exactly how much the development will contribute, where the funds will come from and for how long. Instead of continually hiding behind the claim of commercial in confidence.

‘Their other myths seem to be couched in terms which allows them to studiously avoid the really tough planning issues.’ Miss Pelt added.

‘If they’re serious about dispelling myths they’ll need to address some of the real issues.’
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
