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OUTRIGGER STILL CAGEY WITH THE FACTS

Developers of the proposed private hotel and gaming venue on public land at the site of the swimming lagoon on Airlie beach foreshore, last week circulated a dissembling newsletter around the shire. 

Dated April 2005, the newsletter put out by the Outrigger/FKP/Eumundi developers, appeared in selected letterboxes throughout the shire, claiming to correct a number of ‘myths’ in relation to the proposed development.

Unfortunately rather than dispelling myths, the newsletter seems to be creating a few myths of its own.’  Says SOF’s spokesperson Suzette Pelt.

Rather than waste the community’s time with more red herrings and double speak we challenge Outrigger to simply come clean on several simple facts: 

Why should the community accept a building over 16 metres in height in a location that the Strategic Plan intends to be no more than nine metres high? This is no myth, this is their plan in black and white. Ms Pelt says.

Secondly, if they want to end speculation about whether the development really is the only way to pay for upkeep of the lagoon, they could simply tell the community exactly how much the development will contribute, where the funds will come from and for how long. Instead of continually hiding behind the claim of commercial in confidence.

“They can’t claim to be serious about dispelling myths while the developers and council continue to hide behind a shroud of secrecy and commercial confidence”.
